1. The Shahadah, to believe that there is no god but Allah, and that Mohammad (S) 
is the Messenger of Allah.

Halal and Haram:  
What is Halal food and drink?  
There are certain foods which are allowed to eat. These food are called halal food.  Halal is an 
Arabic ward meaning “Allowed” or “Lawful”.  
Allah wants us to eat only Halal food and drink Halal liquids.  
Some of the Halal food and drink are: Milk, Water, Vegetables, Fruits, Fruit Juice, Meat (if halal 
animal slaughtered with Allah’s name), Fish, Eggs, Rice, Cereal, Etc. 

   
What is Haram food and drink?  
There are some foods which Muslims are not allowed to eat. These are called Haram foods.  
Haram is an Arabic ward meaning “Prohibited” or Unlawful”.   
Five kinds of foods and drinks are Haram: 
They are :  

1. Swine (Pig) and some other animals whose meat is not permitted. Anything that contains 
any part of the Haram animal is also Haram. 

2. Blood of any animal or bard. 
3. Meat of dead animals or birds.  
4. Meat of animals or birds that has been slaughtered to (the name of ) any other then Allah. 
5. Alcohol and (intoxicating) drugs.  

 
 
Islamic Manners: (1) Salam (2) Starting anything with “Bismillah”  (3) Praising Allah for 

everything “Al’Hamdulillah”.  (4) Using Islamic terms like (a) InshaAllah  (b) MashaAllah  (c) 
Zajakallah.  (5) Praising Allah after sneeze and answer.  (6) Respect older, Love younger.   (7) 
No lying, No cursing,  No backbiting.
